A 16-year-old Burbank boy is due o appear in
Juvenile Court in Pasadena next month on charges that
he shot and killed his younger sister and buried her in a
shallow grave in his family’s back yard.

Burbank police arrested Thamas Scott Conner at the
station Feb. 4 after investigators questioned the family
and friends of the victim, Jody Lynn Conner, 14.

Although the youth denied the charge at a detention
hearing Tuesday. public defender Belinda Fischer said

he “may admit” the murder in further proceedings.
However, Deputy Dist. Atty. Vickye Mitchell said she
had had no discussions with Fischer about Conner's
admitting Lo the murder.

Jody Lynn Conner's body was discovered by her
mother Feb. 3 in a grave about a foot deep. said Lt
Joseph Valento. The girl had been missing since the
previous Monday, and Valento said the body had been
partly hidden by heavy vegetation.

She had been shot in the back of the neck, apparently
by .38 pistol, Valento said. Although investigators said
they have been talking to her brother, they declined
to speculate on a motive for the killing.

The hearing next month will seek to determine
whether young Conner should be tried as a juvenile or
an adull. A trial date will also be set at the hearing,
scheduled for March 9.
